REFLECTION: 
 
Palm Sunday ushers in the holiest week of our

ings are the longest of the year and are some of 

the greatest stories ever written.  None is more 

powerful than the story of Jesus Christ - espe-

cially his passion, death and resurrection.  

 

We marvel at this opportune time to recall and 

deeply reflect upon the unique drama of the 

final days of the earthly life of Jesus.  We cele-

brate His triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  

Acclaimed as king and hailed as a conquering 

hero by the cheering crowd, He had arrived at 

the fulfillment of His earthly mission.  For 

Christ, it had been a week of violent contrasts 

and would end in grief and then in glory.  The 

palms would soon be formed into crosses and 

   Passion Sunday  
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the cheers would turn into jeers calling for His death.  Throughout His passion, our attention is 

focused on Jesus who appeared as a person completely absorbed in prayer, responding quietly and 

submissively to each new moment of sorrow. 

 

Before His triumphant resurrection, He had to go through a disgraceful and painful death.  In the 

garden of Gethsemane, He was deeply troubled and He sweated blood as He prayed for the Father 

to remove from Him the chalice of suffering and death.  Betrayed and taken prisoner, He was 

mocked, blindfolded, beaten and spat upon while a convicted murderer was set free in His place.   

He underwent a final wrench of pain when Peter denied Him and the apostles forsook Him. His 

sense of abandonment by God was increased by the desertion of His friends.  On Calvary, He was 

crucified between two thieves and died as a common criminal.  Mary, along with others, stood at 

the foot of the cross faithful to the last. 

 

During this most solemn week of the church year, we are invited to take the road which Mary and 

those few friends who followed Christ took to Calvary to be silently at His side.  In our daily lives,

sinful ways so that we may be changed and get to really know our God.  The decisive test of our 

faith is one day to reach the point when we are ready to accompany Jesus to Calvary, walking 

along the same path into destruction and death.  His passion gives us at least a glimpse into the 

mystery of suffering that surrounds us on all sides.  In times of trials and suffering, what often 

keeps people going and gives them strength and inspiration is the knowledge that they are at one 

with Jesus who suffered in the same way.   

 

We take comfort with the primary Christian symbol - the Cross ɬ without which we cannot become

daily bear or refuse to carry.  This day, Christ invites us to prepare and relive anew His journey to 

be crucified.  There is not much point in dwelling on the crucifixion of Christ during this solemn 

week if it is an isolated event and not linked with the drama of suffering that goes on in our own 

lives for the rest of the year. 

 

The story of Palm Sunday is not only an event of 2000 years ago; it is our story today - the split be-

tween faith and life. The people of Palm Sunday are none other than us. We too, have our own Je-

rusalem - it may not be a place, but it might be an illness, changes in our lives, a problem, a chal-

lenge and uncertainty ahead of us.  Yet, in all of these we see the example of Jesus and we must 

move forward facing whatever lies ahead knowing Jesus had been there before us.  That is one 

message for us in this Palm Sunday, that we are not entering our Jerusalem alone for Jesus had 

been there.  So let us ask the Lord to give us the grace, the strength to face whatever is ahead of us.   

Jesus showed that whatever forms our crosses may take, they will lead to salvation and renewed 

lives.
