REFLECTION: 

 
The word of God for this week tells us that 
sincere repentance and acknowledgement of 
guilt are very important aspects in our rela-
tionship with the Lord. The readings are guid-
ing us to look at some of the verses from three 
converts of God in the Bible. 

 

The first is David in the first reading.  His 
blinded passion for Bathsheba drove him to 
sin. But he realized that not even kings were 
exempt from punishment in the eyes of the 
Lord. We heard from the prophet Nathan that 
David bitterly repented saying: “I have sinned 
against the Lord.” His repentance won the 
Lord’s forgiveness. 

 

The second is the apostle, Paul.  On the road to 
Damascus, Christ’s radiant face and strong 
voice had snatched him from his violent zeal 
as a persecutor and had awakened in him the 
new zeal of love for the Crucified One. He real-

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ized that in Christ the whole of the law was fulfilled and that those who adhered to Christ were 
united with Him and obeyed His law. Bringing Christ to all people became his mission.  Paul’s 
very personal confession of love for the Lord also defined the common reality of Christian life: “so 
that it is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in me. This life that I live now, I live by faith in the 
Son of God, who loved me and gave His life for me.” (Gal: 2:20) 

 

The third is the repentant woman in our Gospel reading. Her tears said it all.  By her weeping, she 
recognized her guilt and trusted in God’s mercy.  She knelt at the feet of Jesus, and kissed and 
anointed them with oil. Jesus forgave her even though she did not say anything. Her actions spoke 
louder than words. 

 

God’s mercy is unlimited and available to all of us, disciples of BLD. No sin is outside the bounda-
ries of God’s forgiveness. The Lord does not ask for an explanation. He does not punish us or de-
mand anything from us. All we need to do is admit our sins, sincerely repent, confess them and 
have a complete trust in God’s mercy. His answer is always simple - like it was for the woman in 
the Gospel: “8ÖÜÙɯÚÐÕÚɯÈÙÌɯÍÖÙÎÐÝÌÕȱȭɯàÖÜÙɯÍÈÐÛÏɯÏÈÚɯÚÈÝÌËɯàÖÜȰɯÎÖɯÐÕɯ×ÌÈÊÌ.”
