REFLECTION: 

The readings this weekend call everyone to 
pray with intensity and sincerity with heart, 
mind and soul. They exhort every disciple to a 
lifetime of frequent dialogue with God, of be-
coming bolder and bolder with our prayer re-
quests and being more kingdom-oriented in 
our prayers.  

The Scriptures tell us that God values our 
prayers - ever attentive to listen to our peti-
tions and responds to us with compassion and 
mercy.  In prayer then, we can tell God our 
needs and wants and, like Abraham, pray also 
without ceasing for hearts to turn back to Him 
and ask for His mercy on their behalf. In 
prayer also, we can ask for the physical and 
spiritual healing of others - bartering, bargain-
ing and pleading non-stop until God responds 
with an answer.  It is placing our lives, our 
deepest needs and cares in God’s hand.   

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus, through St. 
Luke, passed on to us a prayer which is beauti-
ful and powerful. The Lord’s Prayer, as we all 
know it, is a prayer not only of adoration but 

   17th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
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also a prayer of complete surrender and abandonment to the will of God. We are asking God to 
have complete control of us – our bodies and our souls. 

As we pray “give us this day our daily bread”, we acknowledge God as our Living Bread, and our 
Great Provider.  He is the eternal food of our souls, our strength and in His goodness, provides and 
sustains our spiritual and physical lives each day.  He is all that we need. 

Because God is rich in mercy, the Lord’s Prayer is also an invitation to repentance. Through the 
sacrament of reconciliation, God wipes away our guilt and shame, forgives all our sins, and gives 
us the power to resist temptation.  At the same time, we are asked to extend the same forgiveness 
to those who have wronged us. 

To persevere in prayer and to ensure that we really follow what has been taught us in the Lord’s 
Prayer, the Father sent the Holy Spirit to be our guide. The Holy Spirit enables God’s children to 
maintain a right relationship with God the Father.  Through the Holy Spirit, God the Father gives 
us Himself.  The Holy Spirit helps us pray especially at times when we do not know what to pray.  
The Holy Spirit intercedes for us so we can be assured that God hears us.  St. Paul says in Romans 
8:26, “...the Holy Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but that very 
Spirit intercedes for us with sighs too deep for words.”  The Holy Spirit nurtures the faith in us, helps us 
to persevere and gives us a clear understanding of God’s will and sometimes a deep sense of God’s 
presence.  This is the one gift that God does not withhold from His children.  He stooped down 
from heaven and sent His Holy Spirit to pray for us.  The Holy Spirit, therefore, should be the one 
good gift that we should ask for.
